Baby Sign Language
Ever wonder what 

your baby is thinking or 
what he wants to eat? 
Want to know if that cry 
is because she is hungry, 
needs a diaper change, or 
is tired? Teach your baby 
a few simple signs and 
take advantage of your 
baby’s natural ability to 
communicate! Frustration 
diminishes significantly 
when a child can com-
municate with you. You 
and your child will both 
be happier.

The LSRV Ed Center will host a baby sign class 
taught by local resident Sonia Gallenbeck. The class will 
be held in January and preregistration is necessary.

Infants can begin being taught sign language at any 
age but 6-8 months is the typical age range for babies 
to begin producing their first signs. Proponents say that 
teaching sign language to infants improves communi-
cation skills between the child, parent, and caregivers. 
Infants quickly learn to match an item with a certain 
gesture, thus communicating what they are truly think-
ing, feeling, and needing.

Everyone has a story to tell, whether it is about grow-
ing up in a certain part of the country, serving in the 
military, raising children, working or traveling.

Students in this memoir class will explore the range 
of possibility for telling their stories, from poetry to 
descriptions of a photograph to family trees and writing 
other’s history. 

They will write about objects, places, and people; 
review interviewing and practice writing dialogue; 
explore ways of speeding up or slowing down time 
and writing in scenes. We will discuss using outside 
resources—libraries, museums, the Internet, but mostly 
students will play with words in a gentle and supportive 
environment.

Topics might include: audience, purpose, dialogue, 
truth and fact, family trees, complicated relationships, 
peaches, rules for dating, jobs you’ve had, people you’ve 
loved, children (yours and others), schools, work, church 
and God, elections, bubbles, vacations, cars and trucks, 
grandmothers, crazy relatives, books, friends, music, 
mountains, hopes, dreams, and a damn good outline 
for a book.
